Valve Opening Ceremony November 27, 2009 – Project Update
Athabasca / Boyle 
The Aspen Regional Water Services Commission is hosting a Valve Turning Ceremony which will be held on November 27, 2009 at the Village of Boyle Community Centre to celebrate the official opening of the Colinton to Boyle Regional Waterline with representatives from the Province of Alberta, Commission Member communities, consulting engineers, and project contractors. 
As of issuance of this Media Advisory, crews have successfully completed installation and pressure testing of the entire waterline from the Colinton Reservoir to the Village of Boyle.  Over the next few days, this waterline will be flushed and water quality testing will be performed.  Following confirmation of acceptable water quality results, the Village of Boyle Water Treatment Plant will then be supplemented with treated water originating from the Town of Athabasca.  The project details are as follows:
· Length of Waterline – 33.3 km 
· Size of Pipe –
250 mm ( 10 inch) diameter
· Approximate Cost – $8,500,000.
· Consulting Engineers – Associated Engineering Alberta Ltd.
· Waterline Contractor: NU Edge Construction Ltd.

· Mechanical Contractor: Maple Reinders Inc.

The Colinton to Boyle Regional Waterline is a component of the Aspen Regional Water System which also includes a new Regional Water Treatment Plant currently being constructed in Athabasca and scheduled for completion in the summer of 2010.  These projects are funded under the Water for Life Strategy from the Province of Alberta in partnership with the Commission Member communities being the Town of Athabasca, the Village of Boyle, and the County of Athabasca.
